CONSTRUCTION UPDATE

The elementary school bids were opened on September 24 and awarded contracts at a special
board meeting on September 28. Charles Construction Services, Sarka Electric, Knueve & Sons
Plumbing and Heating, Fitzenrider Plumbing and Heating, and Vulcan Fire Protection were all
awarded contracts for the construction of the new elementary building. Some of the contractors
have begun to move in equipment and are waiting for a break from the rain so they can get started.

The first phase of the elementary project, which included building a new boiler room and the de-
molition of the old academic wing, is coming to a close. The demolition has been completed and
the district is working with the contractors to complete the HVAC and electrical work in this area.
The goal is to have this portion of the project completed within the next couple of weeks.

Many colleges have scholarship deadlines in early December.
Therefore, in order for students to be eligible for them, applica-
tions should be finished and mailed by Thanksgiving. Parents
and students are highly encouraged to call a college’s financial
aid office or check their websites for these dates.

Senior Scholarship Opportunities — Many local, state, and national
organizations send applications or information regarding scholarships
to Kalida High School. Unless specified, these scholarship opportu-
nities are for seniors. Access the high school website (http://kalida.
k12.oh.us) and move the cursor to the yellow “resources” tab. Once
the choices are displayed, click on the guidance link to access a
current listing of these scholarship opportunities. Once you have
clicked on the guidance link, scroll down until you see a box labeled
“scholarship opportunities.” Click on that box to view the scholar-
ships — paying particular attention to the criteria which a student must
possess in order to be eligible to apply. This listing will be updated
at least once a month and “new release scholarships” that were not
present on the previous listing will be marked in red.

H1N1 Helpful News from Mr. Chris Pfahler

At Kalida Local Schools we are monitoring the
latest releases from the Ohio Department of
Education and the Ohio Department of Health to
advise us on how best to handle potential cases
of the HINI virus. Below are two documents
that may be helpful to families as they determine
what to do in the event of a case of HIN1 with a
family member. The second documents describes
information that has been shared with teachers
and staff members to help control the spread of
communicable diseases within the school. At the
high school we are equipping each classroom
with alcohol based hand sanitizers and encourag-
ing their use.

HINT SYMPTOMS: WHEN TO SEEK MEDICAL CARE
With the pandemic HIN1 virus circulating
throughout Ohio, it’s important to recognize the
symptoms of flu and stay home when sick. What
are the differences between seasonal flu, pandem-
ic HIN1 flu and the common cold? When is the
time to seek medical care outside the home?

The symptoms of the pandemic HIN1 virus

are similar to the symptoms of seasonal flu and
include fever, cough, sore throat, body aches,
headache, chills and fatigue. Some people have
reported diarrhea and vomiting associated with
HINI, these symptoms have been more com-
mon in children. Severe illness (pneumonia and
respiratory failure) and deaths have been reported
with HIN1 and seasonal flu infection. The com-
mon cold does not normally have fever or severe
illness associated with it. When exhibiting flu
symptoms, either seasonal or pandemic HINI,
stay home from work or keep children home from
school. If symptoms become more severe, the
individual is pregnant or you have an underlying
chronic medical condition, seck medical attention
immediately. Like seasonal flu, HIN1 flu may
cause a worsening of underlying chronic medical
conditions.

In children, emergency warning signs that need
urgent medical attention include:

* Fast breathing or trouble breathing

* Bluish or gray skin color

* Not drinking enough fluids

* Severe or persistent vomiting

* Not waking up or not interacting

* Being so irritable that the child does not want to be held

¢ Flu-like symptoms improve but then return with fever and
worse cough

In adults, emergency warning signs that need urgent medi-
cal attention include:

* Difficulty breathing or shortness of breath

* Pain or pressure in the chest or abdomen

* Sudden dizziness

* Confusion

* Severe or persistent vomiting

¢ Flu-like symptoms improve but then return with fever and

worse cough
If you have had the flu, either seasonal or pandemic HIN1,
the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)
recommends staying home for 24 hours after fever is gone
without using fever-reducing medication. The CDC is dis-
couraging the practice of requiring a permission slip from
a doctor to return to school or work during this flu season
to ease the burden on the health care system.

INFECTION CONTROL IN THE SCHOOL.:

PROTECTING STUDENTS AND TEACHERS
Prevention
1. Encourage staff and students to wash their hands using
soap and water or alcohol-based hand sanitizers (at least
60 percent alcohol) frequently.
Hands should be washed:

Before:
*Preparing food or eating
eInserting or removing contact lenses
*Rendering first aid or treating a person who is ill
*Administering medication or completing a
medical procedure
After:
*Any contact with blood, body fluids or soiled objects
*Using the toilet
*Assisting with personal hygiene, such as changing diapers
*Touching animals or animal waste
*Food preparation, especially after handling raw meat,
poultry or fish
*Blowing your nose, using a tissue or coughing or sneezing
into your hands
*Treating or touching open wounds or a person who is sick or
injured
e After handling trash
2. Teach students to wash their hands for 15 to 20 seconds,
long enough to sing “Happy Birthday” twice if they are
using soap and water. (Continued next page.)

3. Ensure sink locations and restrooms are stocked with soap and paper towels or working hand dryers. Alcohol-based hand sani-
tizers should be located in areas where students are supervised.

4. Encourage students and staff to use a paper towel to open restroom doors after washing their hands. Place a garbage can near the
restroom exit to facilitate ease of paper towel disposal.

5. Clean frequently touched surfaces and shared items daily using an approved tuberculocidal agent that kills hepatitis B virus or a
chlorine bleach-and-water solution made of one-quarter cup of bleach and one gallon of water. Discard bleach and water solutions
after 24 hours. Keep cleaning supplies out of reach of children.

6. Encourage parents to keep their ill children home.
7. Encourage ill staff to stay home. Establish lenient sick policies during a flu outbreak.

8. Encourage staff and students to cover their coughs and sneezes using tissues or shirt sleeves, not their hands. Have waste cans
for immediate disposal of tissues and encourage hand washing with soap and water or alcohol-based hand sanitizers.

9. Educate parents about the importance of respiratory etiquette and hand washing in disease prevention. Encourage parents to
model the desired behavior for their children.
